WTCA Member Plays Key Role in Extreme Makeover: Home Edition Project

Having only five days from plans to panels, the Woodinville team delivered 14 trucks of floor panels, wall panels, roof trusses and siding to the staging area for the project one week before filming began. After the old house, which had been destroyed by fire, was demolished and the foundation prepared, the framing team took only 12 hours to raise and close in the new house structure.
“Every component – from the floor, to the walls to the roof – went together like magic. If there was ever a time to prove that components are the most efficient means to frame a home, it was for this project,” Schiferl said. 

The end result was a beautiful new home for a deserving family and a very happy homebuilder. Larry Fowler, Director of Forward Planning for Centex Homes, Seattle Division, was extremely grateful for Woodinville Lumber’s dedication to this project. “When we began considering the possibility of involvement in an Extreme Makeover: Home Edition project, I knew the only way we would have a fighting chance from a framing perspective would be to componentize the house,” Fowler explained. “Based on Woodinville Lumber’s reputation in the Seattle market, I knew they were our best option to make it work.
