WTCA Member Supplies Components, Framing 
for Extreme Makeover: Home Edition Project 

Madison, WI –WTCA member Capital Structures of Fort Smith, AR, demonstrated the power of using structural building components on a recent episode of ABC-TV's No. 1 rated show, Extreme Makeover: Home Edition, and played an important role in helping out a nearby Alma, AR family who has lived through tragedy. The episode will air Sunday, August 14, at 8 p.m. EST.

On June 12, Team Capital Structures arrived on the site of the Colleen Nick family’s new dream home. The company donated the design, manufacturing, transportation and framing services necessary to complete the four-bedroom home that was designed for the family. Following the disappearance of her daughter Morgan from a baseball park over ten years ago, Colleen started a foundation for missing children called the Morgan Nick Foundation (MNF), and has worked tirelessly with law officials and parents to provide education to prevent abduction. 

Steven Spradlin, President of Capital Structures, spoke about his team’s extraordinary display of preparation and organization that contributed to the success of Project 301. “My entire team volunteered their time and talent to this project.  These guys gave 110 percent.  I have never been more proud in my life,” he said.

Team Capital designed, built, sequenced, bundled, loaded and delivered 14 truckloads of wall panels, floor components and pre-sheathed roof sections to an on-site staging area for the project. The family’s old house, badly damaged by flooding from a water heater explosion, was demolished and a new foundation poured. Team Capital’s 40-man framing crew set the first wall at 11:30 a.m. and a crane placed the final roof section at 10:30 p.m., completely enclosing the home in just eleven hours. 

Spradlin was ecstatic about his company’s record-breaking framing time. “It would normally take us two weeks to frame a house of this size,” Spradlin said. “Pulling it off in eleven hours is huge. I’m extremely proud of our guys.” 

In addition to Project 301’s compressed build time, Team Capital reacted quickly to power through many obstacles both before and during the erection process. For instance, the show’s design staff contacted Capital less than 36 hours before the scheduled framing to add a bedroom, full bath and closet. The combination of heat, sun and humidity posed a major safety concern throughout the day. Team Capital pulled together to deliver an end result that was a beautiful new home for a deserving family.
