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Building Component Manufacturers Conference Celebrates 25 Years
Madison, WI – The 2005 Building Component Manufacturers Conference (BCMC) will be “Riding on Tradition and Innovation” October 12-14 at the Midwest Airlines Center in Milwaukee, WI. The 25th annual show already has 88,400 square feet of exhibit space sold to 143 exhibitors – shattering the 2004 record-breaking show floor by over 4,450 square feet.

BCMC is the component industry’s largest show. To date, there are 935 attendees. Last year, 1668 attendees from 724 component manufacturing locations traveled to Charlotte, NC for the event. Attendees from all over the globe gather to discuss the industry, share knowledge, expertise and new technology.

Education, a cornerstone of BCMC, is again central to this year’s schedule of events. Three tracks will be delivered by component manufacturers for component manufacturers. Each track is broken down into three 75-minute sessions. The first track is “Building Relationships for Business Growth,” which covers intra-company communication and relationships, customer/marketplace relationships and communication, and managing change in your organization. The second track, entitled “Ideas for Understanding Your Manufacturing Costs,” deals with the importance of knowing your costs, developing a costing framework that fits your plant, and a real world application of a costing method. “Quick Response Manufacturing (QRM)” is the focus of the third track and will include a look at the organization wide impact of lead time reduction, simplifying and streamlining the flow of jobs in a typical organization from the office to the production floor, and the impact of system dynamics on lead time reduction. Each of these tracks will be complemented by roundtable discussions on Thursday afternoon for those component manufacturers who wish to delve further into these issues or to catch up on all of these important topics.

BCMC’s schedule of events also includes a golf outing at the Bristlecone Pines Golf Club, the annual BCMC Bowl and an all-day spouse/guest tour to historic Cedarburg for shopping and lunch followed by a tour of the infamous Pabst Mansion. Three plant tours are open and available to attendees after the show floor’s conclusion on October 14: Stock Building Supply, Richco Structures and Custom Component Company.
