WTCA Member Plays Key Role in Extreme Makeover Project 
Madison, WI – WTCA member TruLine Truss of Sparta, NC will display the power of components on an upcoming episode of ABC’s hit TV show Extreme Makeover: Home Edition scheduled to air on February 12, at 8 pm ET. 
TruLine Truss couldn’t have contributed to a more deserving family. Carol Crawford Smith of Blacksburg, VA, was a world-class dancer and mother of two young sons until five years ago when she was stricken with multiple sclerosis. Under the leadership of contractor Building Specialists of Roanoke and help from numerous subcontractors and volunteers, the Smith family received a brand new 3,000 square foot, three-bedroom home. 

The execution of this project was no easy feat. TruLine got the call asking if they were interested in being involved on November 23. The near impossible deadline for this project was December 6—leaving only two short weeks to design, prepare, produce and deliver the trusses. They received the truss drawing approvals from Building Specialists only three working days before the required delivery. In the end, three tandem trucks and four wide load escorts delivered the trusses to Blacksburg, VA on schedule. John Toliver, transportation and logistics manager at TruLine, commented on the experience: “While the utilization of our equipment in this process was tricky, it was a challenge in which we were honored to take part.”  
“One of the things most impressive was our entire company rallied to make this happen, from the President to the production personnel,” stated Daryl Blevins, TruLine’s General Manager. “We fabricated the entire project not only quickly, but with the same strong adherence to quality control standards we achieve on a daily basis.” 

With such a tight schedule an outcome such as this could easily have been an unachievable task. Blevins attributes the success of this project to teamwork. “We couldn’t have pulled this off without the facilities and equipment we had at our disposal,” he remarked. “We are blessed to have been a part of this worthy cause. This event only solidifies the advantages and strengths the building component industry lends the construction community.”
