Time was a luxury that the show did not allow. “We only had a week and a half to get the trusses out there. There was a lot of action in a short amount of time and it really tested our ability to work together,” said Kurt. Not only did they have to work together in the office and shop, but also with the other trades involved in the project. “It was by far the most contact I’ve ever had with other trades on a job. It was really interesting because everybody knew that the more time we spent on the front end, the better off everyone was going to be in the long run,” he observed.
Now that all is said and done, everyone feels good about the outcome. “We have never tackled anything this big and this quick before,” notes Schmidt. But then again, this is not a project you see every day. Kurt commented on the success of the project, “This was a once in a lifetime opportunity, it was pretty neat watching it go up without any problems.”
