Dixon Assumes WTCA Presidency 

Madison, WI – On October 5, 2006, members of WTCA welcomed their 23rd president, Barry Dixon, into office. Outgoing president Don Groom passed the gavel to Dixon at the association’s annual meeting held during the Building Component Manufacturers Conference (BCMC) in Houston, Texas. WTCA is an international not-for-profit trade association representing the structural building components industry. 

Dixon entered the industry in 1984 when his father opened a truss plant in Jacksonville, FL. He graduated from Florida State University in 1989 and joined the family business with a charge to develop a sales and marketing strategy. True House, Inc. now owns two truss manufacturing facilities, one wall panel manufacturing operation and a whole house design firm. Dixon attended his first WTCA Board of Directors meeting in 1997 as the North Florida Component Manufacturers Association (NFCMA) president, a role he held from 1995-2000. In 2004 he was elected to the Board’s Executive Committee.

Among his priorities as president, Dixon challenges every component manufacturer to “develop new manufacturing processes and more efficient and economical applications for our products.” In his address at the annual meeting he reminded his fellow manufacturers that “Our efforts in this area will have a big impact on advancing the structural building components industry.” He also encourages WTCA members to become involved in their association through a variety of means such as attending Open Quarterly Meetings and BCMC.
The structural building components industry employs over 120,000, with an annual payroll over $3.5 billion. With more than 2,500 manufacturing locations across the U.S. and total annual industry sales topping $15 billion, structural building components can be found in more than 60 percent of single-family and multi-family homes.
