WTCA Member Utilizes Pre-Fab in Extreme Makeover
Madison, WI - A new season of ABC’s hit series Extreme Makeover: Home Edition is well underway, with a project set in each of the 50 states. Coming up this Sunday, November 5 at 7 p.m. CT, Truss Pro’s Inc. and sister company Precision Wall Systems Inc. will use structural building components to provide a home for one South Dakota family.

With a crumbling 100 year old farmhouse and through-the-roof medical debts due to multiple open-heart surgeries for the family’s 12-year-old daughter, the Thibodeau family was in dire need of a miracle. What they got was a 2,100 square foot dream home with a full basement and a three-stall garage and a new farmhouse. All of which wouldn’t have been possible without structural building components.

With only one week to complete the project onsite, having as much of the house pre-fabricated as possible is a huge benefit. John Kraft, of Truss Pro’s Inc. told of how much they were able to pre-fabricate: “We panelized the outside columns for the arches and incorporated the arches and the pillars right in with the wall panels and trusses. We included as much as we could into the wall panels, such as backers for stairs, towel bars, cabinets and curtains. All of these were built right into the wall system to give them as many pre-fabricated components as possible. Basically, everything that we could do with wood we did.”

They were so pressed for time that they even had to pour the concrete for the basement and garages at the same time the house was being framed. In order for this to be successful, everyone had to be right on the mark, there was no room for error. “Seeing as many as 250 tradespeople (concrete, framing, siders, electrical, plumbing are just some of the trades) that normally would work independently all work together simultaneously on a house is very impressive,” Kraft remarked.
Truss Pro’s and Precision Wall Systems feel honored to have been able to take part in this special project. Kraft described the experience to his local newspaper as “controlled chaos.” “It was very chaotic,” he stated. “But everyone knew why they were there and it was done on a group basis. I don’t know any project with that many people where everything came off without a hitch. It was a lot of fun.”
