WTCA Accepts Associate Membership to ASCE 7 Main Committee 

Madison, WI – On February 2, WTCA was accepted as an Associate Member of the ASCE 7 Main Committee for the 2010 revision cycle of the standard. Ryan Dexter, P.E., WTCA’s Director of Technical Projects, will represent the association on this committee.
“As WTCA continues it’s involvement in the building code process, it becomes essential to monitor ASCE 7. More and more of the International Building and Residential Codes reference ASCE 7,” stated Bob Dayhoff, WTCA Engineering and Technology Chair. “WTCA will now have a direct voice in the development of the 2010 edition. It is essential that WTCA staff be as involved in all the building code related activities that they are given how much of our business is dictated by the building codes. It is also evident that building code changes are being used by proprietary interests to advance specific agendas, which may not be in the best interest of the structural building components industry. Staff involvement is necessary to ensure that we carefully monitor all changes that can affect us.” 
Per the operating procedures for the ASCE 7 committee developed by the steering committee, Associate Members are individuals who wish to contribute to the activities of the ASCE 7 Main Committee but do not have voting authority. Associate Members will be included in the roster of the committee, which appears in the ASCE Official Register and in the front of the published standard. Associate Members of the ASCE 7 Main Committee will be included in the balloting process for all change proposals being considered by the ASCE 7 Main Committee. 
Comments submitted by Associate Members will be reported and shall be considered by the appropriate subcommittee. Although comments submitted by Associate Members are officially classified as advisory in nature it is expected that response/resolution of a comment from an Associate Member be treated in the same manner as Voting Member comments. Comments from Associate Members that are resolved in the same manner as comments from Voting Members may be classified as “previously considered” if resubmitted during the Public Comment period. The actual votes by Associate Members will not be tabulated in the formal determination of reaching consensus of the Main Committee. Associate Members will be notified of all meetings of the ASCE 7 Main Committee and may attend at their own expense. Their participation in the meeting shall be in accordance with the ASCE Rules. Some Associate Members may be named Distinguished Members to honor their significant contributions to the standard.
