WTCA’s CFSC Launches Technical Assessment Test Online for Steel Component Industry
Madison, WI – On May 9, WTCA’s Cold Formed Steel Council (CFSC) launched its first online assessment tool for the cold formed steel industry. Entitled CFSTATO (Cold Formed Steel Technical Assessment Test Online), it aims to determine quickly and accurately if job candidates have the technical aptitude and skills required to succeed as a steel component technician. There are two versions of the interactive, 50-question online test. 
CFSTATO 1 evaluates basic math and 3D visual skills and is ideal when hiring inexperienced technical employees into the cold formed steel components business. CFSTATO 2 evaluates more advanced truss design skills and industry knowledge and is geared towards experienced cold formed steel component technicians, taking inventory of existing skills and planning company training goals. 
“I thought the exam was a good basic assessment of one’s knowledge of cold formed steel framing and truss design issues. It has a nice mix of math, engineering, design/geometry, and code understanding,” said Tim Noonan of Cascade Manufacturing Co. in Cascade, IA.
CFSC is developing a few additional products that will be available soon. In May, the first of five new CFS truss tags was released, with the remaining four to be available later in the summer. And in the fall, steel component manufacturers can look forward to the CFSBCSI: Cold Formed Steel Building Component and Safety Information.
