Use of Wall Panels on Extreme Project Impresses Framing Crew 
Madison, WI – On yesterday’s special two-hour season finale of ABC’s hit TV show Extreme Makeover: Home Edition the show went to New York to help one family in need of new home. The build took place in Colonie, NY with WTCA member Northeast Panel & Truss, LLC supplying roof and floor trusses and wall panels for the project.
John Workstus designed the roof and floor trusses and Jake Masker designed the wall panels for the project. One of their top customers, Amedore Homes, was the contractor for the Extreme project, and that is how Northeast Panel & Truss got involved. “We had done both roof and floor trusses for them before, but they had never used wall panels, so this was the first time they got to see wall panels in use,” commented Workstus. “They [Amedore] were really impressed by the ease, speed and quality of the wall panels.”
Workstus also noted how the positive experience they were able to create using wall panels affected the framers’ opinion of structural building components. “The volunteer framers on this project hadn’t used wall panels either, and were quite skeptical going into it,” he said. “If something didn’t fit during the framing they were planning to just keep building without that piece. They ended up using all of the wall panels. We have gotten several compliments from the framers. They were totally astonished, pleased and impressed that we could do something like that.” 
Debbie Oatman-Gaitan (a single mother of four sons—one biological child and three adopted—two of whom have HIV) was on the receiving end of this project. The deteriorating condition of their sinking home was a death trap for her sons’ fragile immune systems. Now, with help from Northeast Panel & Truss, they have a home where they can be healthy and safe.
