Installation Restraint & Bracing CFSC Tag: Complements the CFSBCSI-B1 and CFSBCSI-B2 Summary Sheets. Place this tag on trusses to indicate the need for installation restraint and bracing. This tag assists component manufacturers in providing safety information to their customers, and draws attention to the summary sheets, which give detailed information on how to use installation restraint and bracing.

Jobsite Warning CFSC Tag: Warns to refer to instruction material for proper handling, storing, restraining and bracing information

Permanent Lateral Restraint CFSC Tag: Indicates that one or two lateral restraints may be required on the tagged member and instructs the installer to look for more information on the truss design drawing.
