BCMC Show Returns to Columbus
Madison, WI - The 2007 Building Component Manufacturers Conference (BCMC), which showcases suppliers from the structural building components industry, took over the Greater Columbus Convention Center in Columbus, OH on October 3-5. With its theme “Discover New Possibilities,” the show returned to the venue after having been there once before in 2002. In total, BCMC boasted 88,600 square feet of exhibit space occupied by 154 exhibitors, including 24 first-time exhibitors. Due to many factors, attendance was down slightly at this year’s show, with 2,098 individuals (including exhibitors).

All week, attendees remembered the wise words of renowned coach and BCMC kickoff speaker Lou Holtz. “Lou spoke truth and things he experienced, not things he read or heard—life experiences that we all face and how to deal with them,” said Gary Schrock of Roof Tech Truss.

In addition to the exhibits, which included software demonstrations, equipment and industry products, and endless networking possibilities, the show offered a variety of educational sessions and forums. Throughout the week, 12 educational sessions were presented by component manufacturers and professional speakers. A total of 13 small group roundtables led by industry experts were held on Tuesday, Thursday and Friday afternoons. 

Shep Campbell from Glaize Components always looks forward to attending. “The educational sessions at BCMC are always helpful,” he said. “The friendly discussions with your industry peers make the trip worthwhile. This is something where even a wily old veteran in the industry can learn something. Someone new to the industry cannot afford to miss this annual event regardless of its location.”
To encourage attendance, the show featured the new WTCA Chapter competition, in which the chapter with the highest percentage of attendance at BCMC won a commemorative pin. The winner was WTCA-Indiana, with more than 60 percent of its chapter in attendance. It was also the third year of the BCMC Loyalty Rewards Program, which recognizes long-time attendees for their continued support of the show.
