Becht Installed as WTCA President
Madison, WI – On October 4, 2007, members of WTCA welcomed their 24th president, Bob Becht, into office. Outgoing president Barry Dixon passed the gavel to Becht at the association’s annual meeting held during the Building Component Manufacturers Conference (BCMC) in Columbus, OH. Becht is an industry veteran who started out building trusses during college and after graduating worked for Imperial Components and then Computer Roof Truss. He continued his work in the industry as an independent programmer for small companies until 1981 when he took a job at Chambers Truss. He became president of the company in 1996. 

Chambers Truss is a founding member of South Florida WTCA Chapter (SFWTCA) and has been a member of WTCA since 1987. In 1998, Becht became president of SFWTCA and joined the WTCA Board of Directors in 2000. He also developed the Chambers Truss Safe Truss Partnership, which as been adopted by WTCA and is accredited by Florida for continuing education.
Becht addressed a room full of component manufacturers as the new WTCA President with a positive outlook: “I would like to focus on the ups rather than the current downs of our industry.” He continued, “WTCA has a great future. It’s my responsibility to see that this organization prospers and continues with the great work that my predecessors have begun. Thank you for the responsibility that you have honored me with.”
