WTCA Unveils Upgrades to Truss Technology Workshop Website 
for the Construction Industry

The TTW site also gives WTCA members new ways to reach out and educate their market about component construction. The new Enhanced Members-Only Package provides members with access to online courses and PowerPoint files for giving presentations in their market.
