WTCA QC Wall Panel Program Now Available
Madison, WI – WTCA has rolled out a new product to support manufacturers of wall panels - the WTCA QC Wall Panel Program. Like WTCA QC for trusses, the WTCA QC Wall Panel Program is an in-plant program that helps wall panel manufacturers monitor the quality of wall panels they manufacture and provides the plant with a data management system. 
“The QC is great to have, it helps us take [wall panel manufacturing] to the next step,” said Dennis Peters of UBC Timber Roots in DePere, WI. “You can take the data and really do something with it. The program allows you to address problems and work on them.” 

The program consists of inspecting wall panels and entering the data into the software program, allowing manufacturers to store data and create reports to evaluate the quality of the manufacturing process. Performance can then be assessed over time in graphs, and more detailed information on performance by crew, panel type, and other benchmarks can be measured.
Online resources such as a FAQ, inspection forms and manual for download, and a database demo are available for users. The program also offers a voluntary certification process. 
WTCA’s QC Chair, Joe Hikel believes the program will have a lasting effect on the industry. “This was a very important priority on the QC committee’s list and we are excited that the Wall Panel QC program is now available,” he stated. “This new program provides manufacturers with a quantifiable method to improve their level of quality, and it will ultimately raise the level of quality across the industry.”
