Arquilla Inducted into the SBCA Hall of Fame
Madison, WI – On October 2, Scott Arquilla, of Best Homes, Inc. in Hazel Crest, Illinois, was inducted into the SBCA Hall of Fame at the association’s annual meeting. Hall of Fame inductees are selected for this honor by a vote of industry peers, and are recognized as contributing significantly to the advancement of SBCA and the structural building components industry. They are honored for their active participation in the growth and success of SBCA initiatives, which serve the overall best interests of the structural building components industry. 

Kent Pagel, long-time friend and business associate of Arquilla’s, presented the award. In an ironic twist, at the 2006 Annual Meeting, Arquilla had inducted Pagel into the Hall of Fame. Keeping Arquilla’s identity concealed until the very end, Pagel described him as “an extremely well educated Midwestern family man.” Pagel noted that in the past 25 years, Arquilla has been very active: “perhaps more active than any other person in the association.”

“The last word I would use to describe our recipient is ‘committed,’” he continued, noting Arquilla’s attendance at more than 30 Open Quarterly Board meetings. Pagel also noted the strong will and character Arquilla has shown in the face of business tragedy. The year of his presidency, Best Homes suffered a fire that devastated the company. Together with his staff, Arquilla slowly rebuilt the company. “He’s demonstrated that with persistence, you can find a way to survive,” said Pagel.

In his acceptance remarks, Arquilla reminisced about the organization’s priorities during his term as WTCA president. “Back when I was president, our Executive Committee wanted one thing – to replace HIB-91,” he said. “We accomplished this in five months. Out of the document, we were able to reach a publications agreement with TPI and promote jobsite safety. The whole goal was to have teamwork, and I sort of look at myself as an orchestrator of that effort.”

Arquilla thanked those who inspired him to become involved as a leader within WTCA. “Thanks to Richard Brown, Rip Rogers, and David Gould—who recommended that I serve on the Board,” he said. “I have been fortunate to have known a lot of brilliant people who have helped me learn a lot about this industry.” In his impromptu acceptance speech, Arquilla neglected to thank his family, his company’s loyal employees, as well as, most importantly, his wife of almost 35 years, Maggie, whose efforts raising their two daughters allowed him to attend 33 consecutive Board meetings. He has since thanked them all for their extra work, which allowed him to serve WTCA.
