BCMC Show Goes Mile High in Denver
Madison, WI - The 2008 Building Component Manufacturers Conference (BCMC), which showcases suppliers from the structural building components industry, took over the Denver Convention Center in Denver, CO on October 1 - 3. With its theme “Mile High Performance,” the show made its debut in the Mile High city. In total, BCMC took up almost 55,000 square feet of exhibit space occupied by 120 exhibitors, including 16 first-time exhibitors. Attendance at this year’s show topped off at 1195 individuals (including exhibitors).

BCMC Chair Steve Shrader of Hundegger USA, L.C. said he heard nothing but positive comments about the show. “I really believe that the more I put into BCMC, the more I get out of it. Your associations and relationships are at the top of that list,” he said.

Throughout the week, 12 educational sessions and four small group roundtables were presented by component manufacturers and professional speakers. A new addition to the line-up was a business planning session for component manufacturers on Tuesday.
Wendy Going of Timber-Tech Floor Systems, a new WTCA member, said, “The green building sessions were a major reason for me to attend BCMC this year. I will be using your website for further research and information. Thank you for your energies and hard work.” 

The show featured the second annual WTCA Chapter competition, in which the chapter with the highest percentage of attendance at BCMC won a commemorative pin. This year’s winner was the Inland Empire Truss Fabricators Association of Idaho and eastern Washington, with about 67 percent of its chapter in attendance. It was also the fourth year of the BCMC Loyalty Rewards Program, which recognizes long-time attendees for their continued support of the show.
