Becht Passes SBCA Gavel to Hershey

Madison, WI—On October 2, 2008, the transfer of SBCA’s presidency took place at the association’s Annual Meeting, held during the Building Component Manufacturers Conference (BCMC) in Denver, CO. SBCA is an international not-for-profit trade association representing the structural building components industry. 

Outgoing president Bob Becht (Chambers Truss) opened the meeting by addressing the challenging business environment. “People think it’s been a hard year to be president,” said Becht. “But I look at the [WTCA] past presidents here today and I’m reminded that there have been worse years.”

During his presidency, Becht oversaw many positive changes for the association, including: increasing members’ participation in the Structural Component Operations Reaching for Excellence (SCORE) certification program, the creation of an Enhanced Professional Membership for industry specifiers, and the release of CFSBCSI, the Cold-Formed Steel Council’s version of BCSI. 


Incoming president Ben Hershey of Alliance TruTrus said companies in the industry have historically made it through hard times by being inventive and filling customers’ needs. He asserted, “I want to encourage everyone to look at where we’re at now in this way.”

In the coming year, Hershey plans to help the association meet several goals. One of them, the final evolution of WTCA’s name, was finalized at the same meeting in which Hershey became president. By majority membership vote, WTCA – Representing the Structural Building Components Industry became the Structural Building Components Association (SBCA). This change reflects the membership’s use of all building component materials. Hershey’s other goals for the year involve increasing the membership’s use of SBCA-developed training programs and finding new technologies to increase the market share of all component products through the research and testing capabilities of SBCRI. 

Hershey assured members that we can get through the coming year as a team. “I’m reminded of an adage from the Boy Scouts about when you leave a camp site, you’re supposed to leave it cleaner than when you got there. I hope you see the same thing about me over the next year,” he said.
