SBCA’s Arizona and Mid South Chapters Donate to BCMC
Madison, WI— On August 10, the Structural Building Components Association’s (SBCA) Arizona Chapter pledged $5000 to help boost attendance at this year’s Building Component Manufacturers (BCMC) Show. BCMC will be held in Phoenix, AZ on September 30 – October 2. 
The chapter’s donation will fund the BCMC Housing Stimulus Package, a program that rewards component manufacturer member companies that pay for at least three hotel room nights with a $100 rebate check after the show. SBCA – Arizona President Keith Azlin issued a challenge to all SBCA Chapters to follow suit and sponsor the program. “We all know about our members’ economic constraints this year, so this stimulus package may be just what they need to get them into gear and attending our #1 tradeshow of the year,” said Azlin. 

The Mid South Component Manufacturers Association (MSCMA) answered Azlin’s challenge on 
August 13, announcing it will donate up to $2,000 to the Housing Stimulus Package. Combined with the Arizona Chapter’s $5,000 donation, this will allow 70 companies to receive a refund. The refunds will be awarded on a first-to-register, first-to-get-a-refund basis.
