39 ProBuild Plants Nationwide Reach SCORE Elite
Madison, WI— In 15 months time, ProBuild, the nation’s largest building material supplier, has successfully certified 39 structural building component manufacturing facilities as SCORE Elite status. ProBuild joins an elite group of truss manufacturing facilities in the U.S. that are SCORE certified. ProBuild is among the first certified in the country, with 51 total SBCA member facilities that are SCORE certified and five companies currently in the final stages of meeting SCORE certification requirements. 
SBCA’s SCORE program, which stands for Structural Component Operations Reaching for Excellence, was created in response to member requests for an industry certification process. SBCA member companies participating in many available programs wanted a way to show both their customers and other industry professionals how committed they are to continuous improvement within their companies. This is just one of the needs SCORE exists to fill. Adhering to the principle that “if you measure your processes, improvement will follow,” certified companies participate in programs that help educate their employees, improve internal processes, and place a fence of protection around their companies.

Among other things, Elite certification means being In-Plant WTCA QC certified, Operation Safety certified, and having a minimum of 80 percent of technicians certified in Truss Technician Training. SCORE-certified locations also send out JOBSITE PACKAGES (which include SBCA documents) with each delivery to advocate industry-recommended practices for safe truss installation.

In June 2008, ProBuild implemented a plan to have each of its manufacturing facilities certified at the SCORE Elite level by mid-2009. “After careful consideration of various options, we determined the SCORE Elite Program provided ProBuild with the most comprehensive standardization program and a way to transfer industry best practices across our component manufacturing platform,” said Lonnie Bernardoni, ProBuild’s Senior Vice President, Component Operations “Enough can’t be said about our component manufacturing employees who have embraced the process and have adapted to a new way of operating that ultimately raises our business to a new level of manufacturing excellence.”
