Spradlin Inducted as SBCA President 

Madison, WI – Steven Spradlin was named president of the Structural Building Components Association (SBCA) at its Annual Meeting October 1, 2009. The meeting was held in conjunction with the BCMC Show in Phoenix.

Spradlin is the President of Capital Structures in Fort Smith, AR. The business was started 20 years ago by his younger brother. As 2009 president Ben Hershey passed the gavel to Spradlin, Hershey underscored the new president’s message. “Ask yourself this: Are you using the tools from SBCA to help you to be successful and allow you to incorporate industry best practices into your company?” Hershey said.

Spradlin also spoke about the vast SBCA resources available to members. “We can all benefit from the tools that have been developed by our association that has listened carefully to everyone’s needs over the last 15 years and translated those needs into programs,” he said.
