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BCMC Show Soared to New Heights in Phoenix
Madison, WI - The 2009 Building Component Manufacturers Conference (BCMC), the place to Build Community and Make Connections in the structural building components industry, took place at the Phoenix Convention Center in Phoenix, AZ on September 30 - October 2. Economist Stan Duobinis delivered his forecast Friday to a room of attendees eager to hear what 2010 has in store. Duobinis predicted that the recession is finally over, yet unemployment will continue to lag through next year. He indicated that home prices are beginning to bounce back, and most of the country will post housing start gains in 2010.

BCMC featured the second annual SBCA Chapter competition, in which the chapter with the highest percentage of attendance at BCMC won a commemorative pin. This year’s winner was SBCA - Arizona with 56 percent of its chapter in attendance. It was the fifth year of the BCMC Loyalty Rewards Program, recognizing 68 long-time attendees for their continued support of the show. Total attendance at this year’s show topped off at 584 individuals (including exhibitors).
