Hoyd has been SBCRI President since it opened in 2007.
Hoyd’s background in accounting and finance has been an invaluable asset to SBCA. He is known for his “numbers approach” to problem solving, and helped standardize the semi-annual Financial Performance Survey for SBCA.

“I deeply value what I have learned from my colleagues in the industry over the last 13 years,” Hoyd said accepting the award. “It’s an honor to have the opportunity to participate in an organization that is so dedicated to advancing its membership’s cause.”
