In outlining his top priorities as president, Hoyd also said, “I believe it is very important for us to 
lead the way in truss testing, and to ensure WTCA plays a significant role in determining the 
definition of quality for structural building components.” 
 
As President and part owner of Idaho Truss and Component Company, based in Boise, ID, Hoyd 
believes attending WTCA meetings and events over the past years has enhanced his interaction 
with other association members, and has allowed him to gain invaluable insight into the forces 
that affect the industry.
